The Volta River Authority (VRA) was established in 1961 and it is currently the 
main power generation utility in Ghana. The VRA supplies most of the nationôs 
electricity requirement from its installed 1,730 MW generation capacity with 
1,180 MW from hydro sources and the remainder from thermal sources.   
With the formulation of Ghanaôs renewable energy policy that seeks to generate 
10% of its electricity needs from renewable sources by the year 2020, VRA is 
embarking on a renewable energy project to develop 150 MW of Wind Energy, 
10 MW of Solar Energy and 400 MW of Mini-Hydro into its generation mix.  Pre-
feasibility studies are being conducted for all these projects and a 2 MW Solar 
PV project is underway in Navrongo, one of its 5 identified solar projects sites in 
the Northern part of Ghana.   
 
These projects offer a very reliable opportunity for funding Agencies seeking 

avenues for investments in renewable energy while availing opportunities to
